NEW BUSINESS
Chairman VanAlst presented all Board Members with a petition from the attorney of CEC .

This has been sent to the ZBA and Town Board as well. This petition is for a clarifying amendment request for the storage of fertilizer within 100 feet of a residential property.

This request will be brought to the Town Board to review, the Town Board will then refer to the Planning Board for recommendations; after that, the Town Board will have to determine what actions they would like to take then refer this to the County Planning Board and have a Public Hearing before any adoption of this request.
Chairman VanAlst will consult the Town Attorney on this and asks that the Planning Board members review this and bring back any questions or suggestions to the next meeting.

Carol Queal has taken the Cyber Awareness Training; it was confusing at times. This was discussed and we are unsure if all Planning Board members are required to take this course; Bill VanAlst and Barb Radley have also taken this course.
