TOWN OF STAFFORD TOWN BOARD MEETING
JUNE 8, 2026 DRAFT

Supervisor Clement opened the meeting at 7:30pm with Councilman Panek, Councilman Young, Councilman Duyssen, Councilman Pacer, Highway Superintendent Boldt and Town Clerk Radley in attendance.

Others attending were Kimberly Torrey, Cathy Worthington, Donna Voorhees, Trevor Hess, Mike Pentinella, Ashley Perry, Matthew Perry, Lauren Adornetto for CEC Crocker, James Pontillo, Andrew Darling, Eli McWhinney for DiMatteo, Roach and Kelly.

Kim Torrey was present and spoke of a regulation sized baseball field behind Emery park. She has been a Stafford resident for 13 years on Randall Rd. with four children ages 11 years to 11 months. The eldest of her children play Little League in LeRoy and had to play championship games elsewhere because of the lack of regulation sized fields in the area. She sees potential in Stafford and is willing to work with the Town to achieve grants to defray the cost of construction. A detailed proposal was presented; it shows what the field could look like as well as cost projections and examples of other successful projects. 

The County has grant writers available; this will be investigated; Kim is willing to collaborate with them to achieve the proper grants. Parking is a consideration as well and will also be investigated. Our attorney was present and offered advice and will guide us to get this project completed.

Cathy Worthington spoke of the letter that was sent to all residents about the Code and Zoning regulations; will there be a follow-up to this letter? No, this was for information only. 
Another question was the red warning flags around town; some are worn and ragged from the weather and asked to be replaced. Our Highway Superintendent will look at them.
An update was given on the request for speed reduction on Transit Rd., we have not heard from the State yet for a determination.
Empire internet is now in Stafford, has the Town considered using this service to reduce costs? Town Clerk Radley reported that she has inquired but has not heard from that company. Another question was asked if we will get a franchise fee from Empire; we are not sure about that.
The interest from the accounts was questioned, the board members did not have that information readily available tonight.

James Pontillo spoke of the project he took on at 8902 Rt. 237, the Dale Thompson residence. He reported that Dale is not the only owner of this property and asked that all owners be aware of the court proceedings as well as inspections done.
He has put in many hours as well as Dale. He feels it is close to satisfying the court order, the chimney is down and will be capped, now he needs to paint the exterior.
Councilman Young will speak to Code Officer Sinclair in the morning about all of these concerns.

The Planning Board sent a recommendation for the Zoning Amendment change. Lauren Adornetto representing CEC was present and spoke of the petition that is before the Town Board. This afternoon she sent an email with more explanation of what CEC requests. She explained their understanding of the Zoning law 182-33 and how it applies now and what changes CEC is looking for because they are an AG Based Business. She is looking for a Public Hearing and referral to the County Planning Board. Our Attorney, Eli McWhinney stated that it is premature for that action and the Town Board has the right to accept the changes or do nothing at all. 
Councilman Young asked to table this discussion until next month because of the new email that was sent and the Town Board needs time to review this in order to make a decision.

James Pontillo asked the Town Board, who informed them many years ago that an architectural drawing was required for his building on the corner of Rt 5 and 
Rt 237. The board is not sure who it was and needs to be investigated.

Councilman Panek made a motion to approve the Financial Report, second by Councilman Young and approved on a 5-0 vote.

Councilman Young made a motion to approve the Meeting Minutes of May 11, 2026, second by Councilman Duyssen and approved on a 5-0 vote.

Councilman Duyssen made a motion to approve the Fire Department report, second by Councilman Panek and approve on a 5-0 vote.

Trevor Hess from Clapsaddle Rd. spoke about the confusion concerning Clapsaddle Rd. He is concerned that Clapsaddle Rd. will not be receiving water for Stafford WD 14. He was assured that it would happen when the funding is complete and bidding commences.

 Councilman Young spoke of a letter that was received regarding a Dog Control Law amendment for the Town of Alexander. This board has no objection to the Town of Alexander amending their Dog Control Law.

Councilman Pacer reported that he has seen the progress made by James Pontillo and enjoys seeing the house again. He also asked about the Betterment Committee and why they did not help. It was explained that it was considered but thought that was something the committee did not want to get into. There are 12 members and a board of four members.

Councilman Panek gave thanks to Highway Superintendent for the work on the roads. Thwing Rd. is very nice now and it is clear to see where Stafford ends and LeRoy begins. The Highway has also worked on Griswold and Ivison Rds. There was an increase in CHIPS funding but the costs have risen so budgets are still suffering. MEO’s are needed in most towns and it is very hard to find qualified and willing employees.


Councilman Duyssen made a motion to approve Abstract 6 in the amount of          $ 115,807.03 which includes $ 48,284.38 for General Fund, $65,782.65 for Highway Fund and $1,740.00 for Capital Fund, second by Councilman Pacer and approved on a 5-0 vote.

Councilman Young  made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 9:10pm, second by Councilman Duyssen and approved on a 5-0 vote.
