Chairman Lathan called the meeting to order at 7:03pm after reading the Public Hearing Notice regarding Bronson Darby’s application for an area variance at 8519 Rt 237, TMP 7.-1-33.2 for a 30 x 70 barn that does not meet side and rear setbacks.

There were no questions regarding this application. Tim Thomas made a motion to adjourn the Public Hearing second by Sherry Roberts-Snell and approved on a 5-0 vote.

REGULAR MEETING

Sherry Roberts-Snell made a motion to approve the April 20, 2026 meeting minutes, second by Rob Chapman and approved on a 5-0 vote.

Bronson Darby of 8519 Rt. 237 explained the reasons he needed to have a variance for the barn he would like to build. This location is the best to suit his needs; the leach lines for his septic ends at this point as well as he has plans to purchase land from Torrey Farms in the near future; but for the meantime, he has to apply for the variance to satisfy the setback requirements.

After the essential questions were read and answered Tim Thomas made a motion to approve the application of Bronson Darby, 8519 Rt. 237 for the two area variances, side and rear, based on the five questions to approve the request, second by Sherry Robert-Snell and approved on a 5-0 vote.

Matthew Perry of 6585 Main Rd. TMP 10.2-22 is seeking an area variance for a shed to be built 12 feet from the side and 55 feet off the rear side of his property. This is for a 30 x 30 shed.

After a short discussion, Rob Chapman made a motion to hold a Public Hearing June 15, 2026 at 7:00pm, second by Crista Boldt and  approved on a 5-0 vote.

Anthony Cali of Prole Rd. had a variance to build a secondary structure before a primary structure and agreed to start building a primary structure within 18 months.

It has been 22 months since; he has expressed that it is difficult to build at this point because of the rising costs of materials. He is asking for an extension if possible for the above reasons.
Chairman Lathan will consult with the Town Attorney for the legalities of  an extension for the reason of the economy. This will be reported at the June 15, 2026 meeting.

Shery Roberts-Snell made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:40pm, second by Rob Chapman and approved on a 5-0 vote.
