Chairman VanAlst called the regular meeting to order at 7:05 pm with all members present.

Carol Queal made a motion to accept the May 27, 2026 meeting minutes as presented, second by Lucas Torrey and approved on a 6-0 vote with Sharon Valyear-Gray abstaining because she was absent from that meeting.

OLD BUSINESS
Chairman VanAlst has no update on CDG 5 and CDG 6. There has been no application for the Building Permit; the Town Board has an agreement for the Host Agreement.
The Petition for the zoning amendment changes by CEC was discussed. Last month the Planning Board prepared a letter report that was sent to the Town Board for consideration. The CEC’s attorney sent another letter with changes to their request. The Town Board tabled this action until they could all read and understand what was given to them. Our attorney responded to the Town Board and Planning Board that a Public Hearing could be scheduled for further input. This will be discussed at the next Town Board meeting.
The new traffic light on Main Rd. near A D Call’s was discussed. This project is expected to continue until September.

Chairman VanAlst stated that last month Jay Lewis was present and interested in the Alternate position on the Planning Board. A week or so ago Amy Mathisen wrote to Chairman VanAlst with a resume expressing interest in the position as well.

Jay has already been interviewed and we have no further questions for him. Amy gave a brief background of her qualifications and interest. She would like Stafford to remain rural.

Chairman VanAlst explained the position of Alternate that the pay is $25.00 per meeting, and the Alternate is required to be at all meetings to have knowledge of what is being discussed in case the Alternate is needed at a meeting to fill in for a regular member in their absence. The Alternate has no voting privileges unless they are filling in for a regular member but will be allowed to speak and ask questions. They are required to perform the two mandatory trainings, Sexual Harassment and Workplace Violence. There are many other opportunities for trainings and they are paid for four hours yearly.

Carol Queal made a motion to enter into Executive Session to discuss personnel matters. Secretary Barb Radley was invited at 7:25pm, second by Richard Squires approved on a 7-0 vote.

Sharon Valyear-Gray made a motion to resume the regular meeting at 7:40pm, second by Lindsay Yoder approved on a 7-0 vote.

Anita Taylor made a motion on the Alternate position to recommend Jay Lewis; a letter of recommendation will be sent to the Town Board for approval, second by Richard Squires approved on a 7-0 vote.

Sharon Valyear-Gray made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:42pm, second by Carol Queal approved on a 7-0 vote.
